Military aircraft maintenance technicians (AMT) are eligible to pursue Airframe & Powerplant (A & P) certification based on training and experience in accordance with Federal Aviation Regulation (FAR) Part 65.  As a result, the DoD established the Joint Service Aviation Maintenance Technician Certification Council (JSAMTCC) to standardize the certification process for the military, provide direction, and provide the resources necessary to fill the gaps within military training and experience.  Completing the A & P Specialty Training Course, Computer Based Training, and a Qualification Training Package (QTP) will fill experience gaps.  
The goal was to develop a voluntary A & P certification program with tangible benefits to both the Air Force and the individual.  The program is designed implicitly to improve first term retention rates.  Therefore, the program requires individuals to possess at least a 7-level in an aviation maintenance AFSC, 10 years TIS, and 30 months of practical aviation maintenance experience to obtain A & P certification.
Individuals voluntarily enrolled in the A & P Program will receive exposure, training and experience in a broad range of aircraft maintenance practices and skills. This will be accomplished through On-The-Job Training (OJT), Computer-Based Training (CBT), and distance learning Specialty Training Courses (STC).  The Air Force A & P Certification Program process is as follows:
A.  Active duty, guard, and reserve technicians in the following aircraft maintenance AFSC's are eligible to participate in this program: 2A0X1, 2A1X1, 2A1X2, 2A1X3, 2A1X4, 2A1X7, 2A190, 2A000, 2A3X1, 2A3X2, 2A3X3, 2A390, 2A300, 2A4X1, 2A4X2, 2A5X1, 2A5X2, 2A5X3, 2A590, 2A6X1, 2A6X3, 2A6X4, 2A6X5, 2A6X6, 2A690, 2A691, 2A600 (except AGE and Survival Equipment), 2A7X1, 2A7X2, 2A7X3, and 2A790 (except Survival Equipment).
Note:  Individuals previously approved for testing by the FAA do not need to enroll in this program. 
B.  The technician will enroll in the Air Force A & P Certification Program through CCAF via the Internet at http://www.maxwell.af.mil/au/ccaf/student.htm. Technicians may enroll in the program and begin training once they have been awarded their 5-skill level in one of the AFSC's specified in paragraph A.
C.  Once enrolled, CCAF will compile all applicable Air Force formal training and any Federal Aviation Regulation Part 147 coursework completed at a civilian institution.  This information will then be evaluated and credited to the technician's Qualification Training Package (QTP).  The QTP includes program instructions, CG-G-EAE-2 Form, FAA Certification Performance of Job Tasks and CG-G-EAE-3 Form, Joint Military Services Airframe and Powerplant Program.
D.  CCAF will e-mail the QTP to the technician to begin training.  The program training includes: on-the-job training, three STC's and six CBT modules.  As stated before, the CBT and STC are still in development and estimated to be completed in mid FY03.  In the interim, the OJT portion will be accomplished first and the remainder will be accomplished when available.
E.  When available, enroll and complete the three STC's. These courses are very similar to Career Development Courses and are managed/administered by the Air Force Institute for Advanced Distributed Learning (AFIADL), formerly ECI, at Maxwell AFB-Gunter Annex, AL. Enrollment in these courses is accomplished through the Unit Training Manager. The STC course numbers are: General: 02AF1; Airframe: 02AF2; and Powerplant: 02AF3.
Special Note: Individuals who successfully complete a Type 65 course, or similar course, and acceptable to CCAF, is not required to complete the STC's. For example, completion of Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University's eight Type 65 courses will fulfill the STC requirement. Upon enrollment in the program, CCAF will notify the individual if this requirement has been waived and a waiver statement will be maintained in the individual's folder at CCAF.
F.  When available, enroll and complete the six CBT modules.  These modules are downloadable via Internet at the JSAMTCC website (http://www.hill.af.mil/367TRSS/a&p/). Upon completion of each module, a certificate of completion will be printed. Retain all certificates for your records.
